LEARNNOT TO BURN

It's bad for the environment and can be against the law!
Open fires release many kinds of toxic fumes. Violations can result in

substantial penalties!
Materials that CANNOT be burned in the state of Ohio at anytime include:

Materials containing rubber, grease, or asphalt.
Materials made from petroleum, such as tires, auto parts, or plastics.
Any waste created in the handling, preparing, cooking, or consumption of food.

Dead animals.
